1. Assigning pupils to the school - Students make application to the school
and we take students on a first come basis. Students already enrolled and
siblings have priority. If applications exceed space a lottery is held.

2. The status of the 3-5 year School Improvement Plan - Qur school
improvement team consists of parents, board members, teachers, staff and
community members. The team looks at the goals and makes decisions by
consensus. Our staff determines goals by analyzing test results, classroom
assessments and observations. This information is brought to the attention
of the team and goals, activities and time lines are set.

Our Curriculum Goals
Our Curricufum is aligned to meet the Michigan Curriculum
Framework’s Standards and Benchmarks: These are our goals:

Mathematics - Ali students will demonstrate proficiency in the ares of number
and operations on the MEAP Math test.

English Language Arts —~ All students will demonstrate proficiency in the area
of writing on the MEAP English Arts test.

Science - All students will demonstrate proficiency in the knowledge and use of
the Scientific Method on the MEAP Science test.

Social Studies ~ All students will demonstrate proficiency in the areas of
Economics and Civics on the MEAP Social Studies test.

Our goals will be measured by improvement on the MEAP tests, CAT 5 tests and
student grades.

3. Specialized School - At Sunrise Education Center we emphasize small class
sizes, individualized instruction, multi-aged classes and hands on materials as
well offering computer classes, fine arts and field trips.

4. Curriculum Alignment - Our curriculum is aligned to meet the
Michigan Curricuium Framework’s Standards and Benchmarks in the core
content areas of English Language Arts, Writing, Science Social Studies and
Math. Our curriculum is written, taught and assessed in each classroom as
required. Lesson plans are on file and each teacher uses curriculum pacing
guides. A copy of the aligned curriculum is in each classroom.




5. Parent-Teacher Conferences — Our attendance at Parent-Teacher
conferences for school year 2009-2010 was 81%. Our attendance at Parent
Teacher conferences for school year 2010-2011 was 81%.

Sunrise Education Center received a composite grade of a B on the School Report Card
as reported by the Department of Education. Last year our school received a B on the
School Report Card. Our school did meet annual Yearly Progress for the 2009-2010
and the 2010-2011 school year.
